Accompanists
If required competitors must provide their own accompanist at their own cost for the final concert held on Sunday 15 June 2014. The jury reserves the right to disqualify any finalist arriving without an accompanist.  Please note, your accompanist does not form part of the application and will not be eligible for any prize monies.  
Withdrawals
Competitors who do not intend to compete in the Final performance must notify Melbourne Recital Centre to that effect at least 48 hours before the commencement of the Final.

Order of competing
Competitors must compete in the order in which their names appear in the program unless officially authorised or directed otherwise. If not present when called upon, competitors are liable to disqualification.
Personal Presentation
The Jury expects behaviour of competitors and audience to be appropriate to the occasion. Offenders may be removed from the hall. All competitors are requested to dress neatly and present well on stage.
Critique
Competition feedback will not be provided to finalists after the conclusion of the competition.
Insurance
Melbourne Recital Centre requires all competitors to be responsible for insuring their instruments for damage arising out of participation in the Competition.
